Thank you for coming to Scorpio Theatre's production of Guards! Guards! Whether you 
are a hard-core Discworld fan, an avid theatre goer, or are here out of obligation because 
I’ve suckered one of your loved ones into working on this production with me, you are in 
for a real treat. In Terry Pratchett’s work, there’s an underlying cynicism to human nature, 
and he loves pointing out how ironically nasty we can be to each other. Still, he uses 
humour to illustrate that, and that’s important to note. Laughter is the ultimate connector, 
and in a world where there is so much drama. It’s important to remember that. No matter 
how bad things can get, you can always laugh. in a world. Where gravity tries to get you 
down, the only thing that can lift you is levity.

Tracy Proctor is a third-generation Calgarian and a multidisciplinary 
artist working in acrylic, oil, sculpture, and set design. Her preferred 
medium is encaustic—an ancient process that fuses beeswax, damar 
resin, and oil paint with heat. She paints intuitively, building layers that 
are carved, scraped, and fused. The spontaneity of encaustic creates a 
palpable sense of energy. It offers the rich colour of oil, sculptural 

texture, and a fast drying time that suits her impatient temperament, while the wax itself lends an 
ethereal, luminous quality unmatched by other media. Her style is a distinctive, quirky realism 
marked by vivid colour, sculptural texture, and luminous depth. Tracy’s background is in interior 
design. She is a former gallery owner (Swirl Fine Art) and past president of the Calgary chapter 
of the Federation of Canadian Artists. 

 



Snizhana Gukasian-Korobeinikova (Lighting Design) 
Snizhana Gukasian-Korobeinikova is a multidisciplinary artist from Ukraine. In 
just two years in Canada, she has performed a leading role in the play Sylvia and 
received a CAT Award for Best Performance in a Leading Role in a Play (2024). 
Over the past year, she directed three productions and founded Alter Ego 
Theatre.
